2007 Amended Bylaws

Preface

The purpose of the Tomahawk Bay Yacht Club (hereinafter referred to as “TBYC”) is to form a group of boaters who are interested in membership in a club whose purpose is strictly social and charitable.

1. Statement of Intent

TBYC is hereby established as a non-profit, social and charitable club for boaters on this 28th day of August 1987.

2. Membership

TBYC membership shall be open to all.

3. Laws

TBYC shall comply with all applicable laws, statutes, ordinances and regulations of the United States, this State and/or County or any Municipality now in force or which may hereinafter be enacted. TBYC shall, in the spirit of good fellowship, not discriminate, nor shall it allow any discrimination among its members, on the basis of race, sex, creed, age or religion. TBYC shall make no distinction between members owning power driven or sail driven vessels.

4. Dues

A. Dues shall be $45.00 per year, unless increased by the Board, Captain and First Mate per vessel. A vessel membership shall consist of one voting member per vessel.

B. Dues will be due at the time of joining TBYC and then annually every January 1st.

5. Operations

A. TBYC Officers shall hold regularly scheduled meetings and are open to all members.

B. TBYC shall not have nor at any future date have; (I) a club house, (II) a required club uniform.

C. The Board of Officers shall inform the membership of its meetings via email or by special announcements which will be delivered via mail, email or telephone to each voting member.

6. Officers

Officers shall be elected by a majority of the members by secret ballot. Officers shall be elected for a term of one year to begin on January 1st, and end on December 31st of the current calendar year. No officer may hold any office for a period of more than two consecutive years, unless by special dispensation, requiring a majority vote of the current officers and board.

  
Officers shall be as follows:

Commodore at Large, Vice Commodore, Rear Commodore of Power, Rear Commodore of Sail, Secretary, Treasurer and Webmaster. Officers shall be at least of 18 years of age.

7. Charity

At the end of each calendar year the club, by discretion of the Board, will retain adequate funds to operate the club, not to exceed one thousand dollars ($1000.00). The Treasurer shall only withhold those funds needed to operate the club until such time as the membership dues are renewed. TBYC, being known as a non-profit, charitable organization, shall, at the end of each calendar year, donate the remaining treasury over the cap of the  $1000.00 to a charity to be voted on by the Board Members. 

8. Liability

TBYC and its officers shall not be held liable and shall be held blameless for any injuries to persons or damages to property, which occur in the course of any TBYC, sponsored event.

9. Alcohol

TBYC shall at no time supply any alcoholic beverages to members at any club event.

10. Amendments

These Bylaws may be amended in whole or in part, by the affirmative majority vote of all voting members or by proxy. Each member shall be notified of the proposed amendments(s) five (5) days prior to the meeting.

11. Compliance

Your signature on the TBYC application form signifies that you have read the above Bylaws and agree to comply.
